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CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE A\

Machine cleaning must be carried out by staff correctly trained for the purpose, who know the controls to bypass energy sources and are familiar with the characteristics of the machine to avoid

dangerous situations.

Clean the coverings of the machine, the panels and the controls with a cloth soaked in water or detergent solution.

No solvents must be used such as petrol, alcohol, etc.

Have specialist staff clean the electrical components who should use non-carrosive products, suitable for electrical circuits.

Maintenance of the machine must be carried out by specialist staff with in-depth knowledge of the machine and its components.

Any maintenance and cleaning must be carried out with the machine off, with all the mechanisms stopped, the hot parts cooled and the battery disconnected.

When using compressed air guns for cleaning, protect eyes and ears.

STORAGE OF THE MACHINE

TRANSPORT A

The machine must be fied to a pallet to make it easier to transport and more secure.

TRANSPORT- HANDLING A\

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PREPARATION OF THE MACHINE
BATTERIES INSTALLATION

The machine already comes with on-board battery charger and sealed batteries.
If you prefer to install different batteries than those supplied with the machine, use only 12V (80Ah Max) AGM or GEL.
Batteries must be put in the compartment under the solution tank.

Toinsert the batteries, it is necessary to:

Tum off the solution tap [A] under the tank, on the front Left part of the machine .
Remove the solution pipe [B].

Remove the solution tank [C].

Open the closing hinges of the battery compartment [D].

Rotate the handlebar by pulling the release lever [E].

Place battery inside the compartment.

Connect the cables to the hattery terminals.

Connect the battery plug to the machine connector.

WARNING: This operation must be performed by qualified personnel only.

Awrong or faulty connection may cause Severe injury to people or property damage.

BATTERY CHARGE

Do first a complete charge cycle of the battery before using the machine. When replacing the battery make sure you use suitable batteries to the charger installed.

Ensure the machine has been turned off, then insert the charger plug into the mains socket.

Follow the instructions of the attached manual for the correct use of the charger.

e The machine is designed with automatic security system that cuts off power when battery is under charge.

e Toavoid permanent damage to the batteries, it is essential to avoid complete discharge of the same, even if the machine is not used. The recharge must begin within a few minutes at the
beginning of the flashing warning light for low battery.

o Never leave the battery completely discharged, even if the machine is not in use

e forthe battery daily recharge, itis necessary to follow strictly the instructions provided by the manufacturer or its dealer. All installations and maintenance must be performed by qualified
personnel.

e Danger of leaking gas, fumes and corrosive liquids.

RECOVERY TANK

The rudder comes folded up for reasons of packaging -it must be putin position before operating. To do
this, follow these steps:

e Liftthe rudder by pulling up the lever [E].

o Place the machine in working position.

e Applythe recovery tank at the helm and secure it with the hook [F].

WARNING: Verify the correct positioning of the recovery tank and check that the cap is closed

properly.

SOLUTION TANK

Fill the solution tank with clean water at a temperature not exceeding 50°C (Pic. 2); and add the liquid detergent in concentration and
according to the manufacturer’s instructions. To prevent an excessive amount of foam that would damage the vacuum motor, use the
smallest percentage of low foam detergent and small amount of anti-foaming agent.

WARNING: Make sure that the cap is properly inserted inits seat and that the feeding solution tube is property inserted [G].




USING THE MACHINE

OPERATION
BATTERY MACHINE:

Lower the squeegee lever [A].

Now the machine can operate at full efficiency until all the detergent solution is out by turning the operating lever that drives all controls [G].
WARNING: The limiter [H] comes into operation when the brush motor makes a greater effort than that required in the project. To reset wait a minute, then push the button again; the machine is ready
for re-use.

TRACTION

The traction is achieved thanks to the slight angle at which the brush operates, causing the dragging of the wheels forward.
WARNING: doing even short backward shifting movements, make sure that the squeegee is raised.

SQUEGEE WHEELS ADJUSTEMENT

Check that the squeegee is perfectly perpendicular to the floor, otherwise adjust it by the appropriate
screw. To access the adjustment screw of the squeegee, follow these steps:

e Remove the recovery tank from the stem by untying the hook.

Turn off the tap of the regulation of the detergent solution.

Disconnect the detergent solution pipe.

Remove the solution tank.

Adjust the inclination of the blades through the special screw [C].

The machine is equipped with a ball fitter that gets activated when the recovery tank is full, causing the aspiration pipe closure.
In this case it is necessary to turn off the machine and empty the recovery tank.

CHARGE CONTROLLER

The charge controller is on the battery charger which is on back of the machine and it is divided in three colored LEDs, which indicate the level of power:

- Green: full charged battery

- Yellow: low battery

- Red: recharge

These phases are associated to warning flashing lights, after which the control system will cut power to the brush motor, allowing the vacuum motor to run for a further minute to complete the recovery
of remains on the floor, before the recharge.
